T E C H N I C A L  I N F O R M A T I O N
a.	 Panels 

The Double Paned Observation Access Panel consists of two layers of precision stamped 
hot-dipped galvanized steel.

b.	 Gasket 
Closed cell neoprene gasket is UL94HF1 listed with a service temperature range of (ASTM 
D746) -29°C to 93°C. The gasket is permanently bonded to the inside of both panels to 
eliminate leakage.

c.	 Wing Nuts 
Zinc plated steel wing nuts are easily turned by hand.

d.	 Bolts 
102mm zinc plated steel carriage bolts are secured to the inner panel.

e.	 Glass 
2 layers of 6.35mm safety glass permanently sealed with silicone

f.	 Clips 
Hot-dipped galvanized steel clips mechanically fastens the safety glass in place.

g.	 Template
	 Self adhesive template is provided for the exact size of duct opening required.
h.	 Insulation
	 Polyurethane Foam Gasket with Pressure Sensitive Polyester/Acrylic Self Adhesive Tape.  

Insulation is attached to the outer panel/outside of the duct.
i.	 Springs
	 Zinc plated conical springs are installed between the inner and outer panel to facilitate 

opening.
j.	 Knobs
	 Red polypropylene molded knobs have threaded metal inserts to eliminate thread stripping.  

Knobs are UL94HB listed.
k.	 Laminated Safety Glass
	 Produced by bonding a polyvinyl butyral interlayer between two lites of glass under heat 

and pressure.  Two panes of 1/4” (8” x 8”) safety glass permanently sealed with silicone.
l.	 Clips
	 Hot-dipped 22 gauge galvanized steel clips mechanically fasten the safety glass in place.  

Reinforcement channel/glass clip combination securely holds glass in place and provides 
stiffness to the panel.
